1.	It is essential you are prepared to teach your activity and at all times, as a teacher you are in charge of discipline and student behavior.

2.	Mr. Schallhorn will be responsible for keeping time so the groups change at the proper time.

3.	Do not let students run freely through the barn area.  They should be accompanied at all times in and around the barns.

4.	Equipment is expensive and we have a limited amount.  Please remember to collect all materials that you have used. 

5.	Have students work and move about in pairs for safety.

6.	Locations of activity areas are located on the Outdoor Learning Center Map
