Each novel, play, poem that we read and study will be graded for the depth of insight you exhibit.  The following account from How to Read a Book explains why: 

	If you have the habit of asking a book questions as you read, you are a better reader than if you do not. But…merely asking questions is not enough. You have to try to answer them. And although that could be done, theoretically, in your mind only, it is easier to do it with a pencil/pen in your hand. The pencil then becomes the sign of your alertness while you read.
	When you buy a book, you establish a property right in it, just as you do in clothes or furniture when you buy and pay for them. But the act of purchase is actually only the prelude to possession in the case of a book. Full ownership of a book only comes when you have made it a part of yourself, and the best way to make yourself a part of it-which comes to the same thing-is by writing in it. Why is marking a book indispensable to reading it?
	First, it keeps you awake-not merely conscious, but wide awake.
	Second, reading, if it is active, is thinking, and thinking tends to express itself in words, spoken or written.
	The person who says he knows what he thinks but cannot express it usually does not know what he thinks.
	Third, writing your reactions down helps you to remember the thoughts of the author.

This is a college-level course and this is a college-level skill. You must annotate with depth and insight. *You are not required to annotate the play in its entirety for summer (you will be expected to do that when the Fall 2017 term begins). Instead, at this point, I need you to very closely annotate key scenes. How do key passage annotations differ from regular annotations? In a key passage annotation, you are paying close attention to the writer’s style. How the individual words, phrases, and sentences work together to create meaning. One way to accomplish this would be to complete DIDLS (Diction, Imagery, Details, Language, and Syntax) for the passage; another might be to look at parts of speech (nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs used plus figurative language). You should complete these key passage annotations after completing the entire play, because that will allow you to make connections with action of the whole work. This will be a formative grade.
